¢ Intervals between maintenance depend on the use and
riding circumstances.

skipping, or other abnormalities such as unintended gear
shifting. If any problems are found, consult a dealer or an
agency.

e When installing the SHADOW RD+, be sure to check that the
plate unit cover and plate unit cover cap are attached before
riding the bicycle.

o If gear shifting operations cannot be carried out smoothly,
clean the derailleur and lubricate all moving parts.

e The sprockets should be periodically washed with a neutral
detergent. In addition, cleaning the chain with neutral
detergent and lubricating it can be an effective way of
extending the life of the sprockets and the chain.

¢ Are the derailleurs making any abnormal noises?

Caution on operation

Both lever ® and (B) always return to the start position
after shifting.

Operation of rear derailleur lever

The lever stroke can be varied to shift the desired number of
gears; to shift by one gear at a time move the lever to the
(D position, and to shift by two gears at a time move the
lever to the (2) position.

e Lever & : Shifts from smallest to largest sprocket side

start position

(@ : Shifts one sprocket
E.x. : from 3rd to 4th

®@: Quick-shifts two sprockets
E.x. : from 3rd to 5th
